1 Executive Summary

An excellent short video has been created to summarize the Oregon DATA Project and its impact on instruction. Student achievement scores from the 123 implementation and sustainability sites were recently analyzed and the results are compelling. DATA Project students demonstrated slightly greater gains in their first year in project work, but twice the gains in the second and third year. The gain scores from 2009-2010 is statistically significant; meaning a difference this large is likely to occur only 5% of the time by chance alone. Strand 4 training, “Essential Skills in Reading: Impact on Teaching and Learning” was delivered on Feb 1-2 to 90 people at Clackamas ESD. For the first time, the Project offered “remote access” to this training. About 40 people joined the training at 7 remote sites. The subsequent training for team leaders on Feb. 3 was also presented via the remote access. Special thanks go out to the technology crew at Clackamas ESD for making everything work.
As districts recognize the potential impact that pending cuts, changes in student information systems, or personnel changes can have on their overall data quality, the work of the Project in the area of data quality is becoming a focus of interest. Building a Culture of Data Quality workshops are either being implemented or discussed in multiple districts. DATA Project staff are available to support this work through August 2011.

A post-training survey was administered to all ODE Data Owners with results being shared with ODE leadership. The reactions and input of the data owners will drive the “next steps” by the different office leadership.
